It’s probably a scam if: 
 

1. They ask for money up front. 
2. There’s an application fee involved. 
3. You’re offered a loan but are required 
to pay a fee before you receive the money. 
4. You’ve “won” a scholarship, but must 
pay a fee before your prize can be re-
leased.  
5. Matching services guarantee you’ll win 
a scholarship or they’ll refund your 
money. 
6. You’re told you need to buy a product 
(such as insurance) to qualify for a schol-
arship.
